Building, boat dock projects in jeopardy

A land mitigation bank that supports development in the Florida
Keys will expire in 2013 if a series of federal requirements is
not met, and developers are worried about it.

If the Keys Environmental Restoration Fund (KERF) doesn’t
make the deadline, projects — from big developments to clear-
ing mangroves to small backyard dock work — would be jeop-
ardized. That’s because they wouldn’t be able to receive per-
mits from the Army Corps of Engineers, according to local con-
tractors and Monroe County government officials.

“This impacts everyone from the big developer to the regular
Joe Citizen property owner,” said Mike Roberts, a Monroe
County planner. “This is a common solution for the mitigation
for boat docks and sea wall repair.”

KERF, a privately operated, non-government fund started in the
1980s, works in cooperation with Audubon of Florida. Devel-
opers and property owners pay into the fund, which is used to
buy conservation lands elsewhere or to mitigate wetlands filled
during development projects. The Army Corps laid out a se-
ries of requirements to be completed in 2008, and they were-
n’t, Roberts said, so the federal regulatory agency extended the
deadline to 2013. “[KERF] has every expectation that we will
meet the June 2013 deadline for compliance,” said Jeanette
Hobbs, a fund administrator, in an email to the Free Press.
“KERF is responding to corps requests for additional informa-

tion as they are received, and we are making progress to-
ward full compliance with the rule.” Hobbs said the compli-
ance process is complex. “KERF has submitted all material
and information required to date, and has made significant
progress over the last few months,” Hobbs wrote, but she
would not respond to questions about how the fund remains
noncompliant.

To date, the fund has completed 55 restoration projects and
I5 management projects. For wetland restoration alone, the
fund has removed fill from just over 50 acres and has re-
moved four miles of abandoned roadbed, and the restored
water flows have “enhanced” about 1,000 acres of wetland
or nearshore waters, according to Hobbs.

There is no other fund in the Keys to handle mitigation of
Army Corps-regulated projects, and without it, property
owners would have to mitigate development on their own
property or purchase property off-site, which could be ex-
pensive, Roberts said.

“The general public doesn’t know about this and is not going
to know until they try to do a project and they can’t,” said
Murray Shatt, who owns Lifetime Dock and Lumber Inc.
“This involves anything that needs an Army Corps permit,
whether that be dock work or clearing a mangrove.”

Florida Power & Light Co. several years ago offered to ex-
tend its mitigation bank to the Keys, but the Monroe County
Commission and the Florida Keys Marine Sanctuary Advisory
Committee objected, Shatt said. They were concerned

that money from local projects would go to fund mitigation
work outside the Keys, he said.

Amendment Would Cut Funding for Lead Paint Rule Enforcement

With strong NAHB support, the House Appropriations Committee approved a key amendment offered by
Rep. Denny Rehberg (R-Mont.) this week that would cut funding for EPA enforcement of the lead paint
rule until the agency approves an appropriate ''test kit'' for ascertaining the presence of lead paint.

Responding to concerns from NAHB Remodelers, affiliated trade groups and other contractors in his home state and the rest of the
country, Rep. Rehberg is putting additional pressure on the Environmental Protection Agency to make much-needed improvements
to the Lead: Repair, Renovation and Painting rule. On July 12, he offered an amendment to the Interior Department's appropria-
tions bill that would restrict funding for EPA enforcement activities related to the rule until the agency approves a test kit that meets
the “false positive” and “false negative” criteria stated in the regulation. The night before this amendment was introduced,

NAHB sent out a special alert to our members whose congressional representatives sit on the Appropriations Committee, asking
them to immediately contact their lawmakers and urge their support for it. NAHB also organized a joint letter of support to the
Appropriations Committee from a coalition of 24 stakeholders including the Associated General Contractors of America, Hearth,
Patio & Barbecue Association, National Association of Realtors® and the National Association of the Remodeling Industry. Our
members responded immediately by calling and emailing their representatives' offices, and as a result, the amendment was passed
by voice vote on July 13. Though the measure must be approved by the full House and Senate before it goes to the President’s

desk, this latest advancement marks a great step forward for NAHB's efforts to seek common-sense answers about the rule, which
applies to homes built before 1978. It's also a testament to the effectiveness of our Remodelers' members, whose swift response to
NAHB's alert certainly contributed to its passage by the committee. Read more in Nation's Building News or visit www.nahb.org/
leadpaint for information about compliance and enforcement of the lead paint rule.

BREAKING NEWS: EPA Rejects Clearance Testing Requirements
In good news received by NAHB on Friday afternoon, the Environmental Protection Agency announced that it was rejecting a pro-
posal to add third-party clearance testing to requirements under the Lead: Renovation, Repair and Painting Rule. In an official
statement applauding the move, NAHB Remodelers Chairman Bob Peterson said, "We're pleased that the EPA listened to the con-
cerns of remodelers about the extreme costs and lack of safety improvements that the proposed clearance testing would have en-
tailed." Currently, the lead rule applies to homes built prior to 1978 and requires renovators and their firms to be certified in EPA's
lead-safe practices, perform so-called "visual clearance" following renovation work, and comply with EPA record-keeping require-
ments. The proposal that EPA has just rejected would have required contractors to hire EPA-accredited dust samplers to collect sev-
eral samples after a renovation and send them to an EPA-accredited lab for lead testing -- at a cost of more than $260 per room. By
EPA's own estimates, the annual cost of this rule to the remodeling industry would have been more than $400 million. The cost con-
siderations, as well as the waiting period for test results and the limited number of accredited labs nationwide, made professional
remodelers very concerned about home owners' willingness to undergo the process. NAHB Remodelers Council members and staff
met repeatedly with both EPA officials and representatives from the Office of Management and Budget to express these concerns
and urge the agency to reconsider the proposed regulation. Strong Congressional support for this has come from Sen. James Inhofe
(R-Okla.) and Reps. Denny Rehberg (R-Mont.) and Bob Latta (R-Ohio). And with NAHB's urging, the regulation was accepted for
review per a Presidential Executive Order aimed at reducing the impacts of federal rules on small business and job crea-
tion. Thankfully, this review has resulted in the right outcome for remodelers and their customers. Read more in NAHB's press re-
lease.
